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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Two weekends ago we heard the gospel about
Martha and Mary. They were both hospitable; Martha
by serving and Mary, by listening. Hospitality is not
just being welcoming to our relatives and neighbors. It
is also to be accepting of those we do not know well.

The topic of immigration is on people’s minds
these days. In April, Arizona passed a law making the
failure to carry immigration documents a crime and
giving the police broad power to detain anyone
suspected of being in the country illegally. Then in
early July, President Obama gave a speech renewing
the call for immigration reform and the Justice
Department initiated a lawsuit against the Arizona
law. With emotions running high, it is especially
important for Catholics to pay close attention to what
the U.S. Bishops are saying about immigration. For an
outstanding summary, read today’s bulletin insert.
Here are a few statements of the bishops:

“The Church... has the right to work to change laws which are
believed to violate basic human dignity, dignity imbued by the
Creator.”

“The broken ULS. immigration system contributes to the
exploitation of migrant workers in the workplace; their abuse by
ruthless smugglers; and their deaths in the desert as they seck to
find work to support their families. They come illegally because
there are insufficient visas under the current system to come
legally.”

“The Catholic Church heeds Our Lord’s call to ‘welcome the
stranger’ to all children of God, regardless of their ethnicity,
national origin, race or religion.”

“The ULS. Bishops’ prescription for mending our broken system
is to bring the 11 million undocumented out of the shadows,
register them with the government, require them to pay d fine and
any taxes owed, and require them to learn English and work as
they wait in the back of the line for a chance for citizenship.”
