August 29 & 30 Open Shoot

   Rib Mountain Bowmen will be hosting the inaugural Masterpiece Archery Target shoot 
at our facility on August 29th and 30th. Masterpiece Archery Targets 
(www.masterpiecearcherytargets.com) is introducing its new targets, which feature the 
most lifelike animal targets that are pushing taxidermy quality, the easiest arrow pull of any 
3D target, and its patent pending shooting system at this event. For those unfamiliar with 
Masterpiece Archery Targets, they are a new 3D company located in Hayward, WI manu-
facturing the most lifelike 3D targets available on the market. Their background is the taxi-
dermy business so they know all about animals and their anatomy! In addition, they also 
have supported Rinehart by providing molds for the Rinehart targets.  
   Where have you ever shot a 7 ½ foot tall Sasquatch target before? This is their flagship 
target.   
   This is the first shoot featuring, exclusively, all Masterpiece Archery Targets in the coun-
try. The setup will be controlled target angle placement and distance to take advantage of 
their new PPP (pin point perfect – patent pending) scoring system to simulate a real hunt 
requiring real life shot placement so that the best scoring shot is through the center of the vital organ group. There are 
NO scoring rings on the targets, just like in real life! Instead, a toothpick is used to pin point the perfect shot placement. 
The PPP scoring system is designed to score PERFECT shot placement, no matter what quartering angle the target is at 
or the elevation of the hunter above or below the target. After shooting their targets with their scoring system you will 
understand why they believe that all other archery targets with stationary scoring rings actually teach people to cripple 
deer. They believe that their system will change the whole archery industry and we are excited to be part of this. 
  To further expand on the PPP scoring you have to understand that it is based on three principles: 

· Anatomical perfection of what is called the vital organ group consisting of the heart, lungs and liver. Remember, 
they have an extensive background in taxidermy so they KNOW where the vital organs are located! 

· Based on the above, the second principle deals with shot placement where the arrow passes through the CEN-
TER of the vital organ group both horizontally and vertically. This means that the arrow passes through the cen-
ter axis directly below the spine. 

· The geometric shot placement system mathematically accounts for trajectory angles to perfectly pin point where 
the animal should be shot so that the arrow passes through the center of the vital organ group. 

   The PPP scoring system, while new, will be demonstrated by the manufacturer with actual sculpted organs prior to the 
archer going onto the course so that all shooters are aware of how the system works. Masterpiece staff will be at various 
stations assisting in real life hunting situations and helping to score archer’s shots.  
   Please plan on joining us in this inaugural event with Masterpice Archery Targets. Pass the word on to all of your 
friends and family.
