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         Items from the Cross  
 

Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author 
and perfecter of our faith, 

who for the joy set before him endured the cross, 
scorning its shame, and sat down 

at the right hand of the throne of God. 
Hebrews 12:2 

 
Do you have items in your home that carry significant meaning for you?  
An item that when you see it, it makes you smile or brings a special 
memory to your mind?  Perhaps it is a photograph, a souvenir, a gift you 
received from someone special, or a trophy mounted on the wall.   
 
For me, I have a little statue of Buddha that I bought while I was in on a 
short-term mission trip to China.  This little Buddha is a smiling, chubby 
wooden figure which has a crack running up its belly.  This figure reminds 
me of two things:  be sure to live with laughterðdonôt take life so 
seriouslyðand remember that the things of this world will eventually crack 
and let you down, everything except for God!  Annie and I also have many 
photographs of friends and family scattered throughout the house that 
remind us of those people who are dear to us.  We also have a big sign 
hanging above the doorway between our living space and kitchen that 
says, ñAs for me and my house, we will choose the Lord.ò        
 
During the season of Lent, we focus on items from the passion of Jesus 
Christ as he journeyed his path to the cross.  For those who follow Him, 
these 40 days are a journey where we examine the reminders of our 
Savior.  As we consider Jesusô suffering and death, we focus on items like 
the cross, the sign, the moneybag, the rooster, the sponge, a nail, a rock, 
the crown of thorns, and a die.  These items remind us of what Jesus 
endured for our sins. They serve as the focus of our Mid-Week Worship 
services and as reminders for our home devotions at night. 
 
After receiving a wooden cross on Ash Wednesday, every following 
Wednesday in Lent, each family will continue to receive a different item.  
Items will also be handed out on Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and 
Easter.  Be sure to worship each week to receive the complete set! 
 
As we make this Lenten journey together to the 
cross, I encourage you to think of Lent as the 
time to pay close attention to what exactly Jesus 
has done for you.  In Lent, we also have more 
opportunities to hear the Good News that Jesus 
is our Savior and to receive His holy gifts of 
forgiveness won for us with his precious blood.

Repair Fund balance was $9,597.  Fair Stand Repair/Maintenance fund balance was $10,524.  Organ Fund balance was $2,811.  Motion 

was made and carried to accept the Financial Report.  The audit committee, which consisted of John Punke, Glen Luetschwager, and Lisa 

Czech met with Dean Frick and Judy Weise, and found all accounts were done properly and no mistakes made. 
 

Board of Stewardship: None. 
 

Board of Elders:  There was one baptism, Blakelynn Emery Upward; 2 transfers ï Matthew and Tabitha Hartwig, and Dwight, Nicole and 

Ryan Tolk; 2 affirmations of faith ï Sherry, Jordan and Chelsee Tessmer, and Dale, Tanner and Tucker Westfall; and one death, Ilma 

Niewolny.  There were a total of 15 new members and 6 members lost during 2009.  The Boardôs goal is to reach out to new and current 

members.  Thank you to Pastor Andy for all his time spent outside of church, visiting shut-ins.  Also, thank you to the teachers, staff, cooks 

and janitors for keeping the school going.   
 

Board of Christian Education:  Included with Principalôs Report. 
 

Principalôs Report:  Positive comments were received regarding the Christmas services.  Attendance seemed fairly high.  The 5
th

 & 6
th

 

graders outdoor education outing went well, despite the cold weather.  The Strategic Plan is currently at the phase of visiting churches, 

which will occur in February, and making personal contact with families with 4 year-olds.  On January 15
th

 Julie Peter resigned as 

Preschool/Kindergarten teacher.  Karen Bergman has been filling in.  Mr. Frick shared a presentation he had given to parents.  Beginning 

February 1
st
 Mrs. Frick will take over the Preschool/Kindergarten class and Ms. Lavin will be teaching the 5

th
 & 6

th
 grade class.  Reasoning 

behind this decision: Mrs. Frick has 14 years experience, has a degree in early childhood education, is a familiar face and her teaching style 

is more hands on.  Ms. Lavin is familiar with the routine as a substitute teacher, familiar with the 5
th

 & 6
th

 grade classroom, is a member of 

our congregation and has a love for our school.  This change is taking place now because the Preschool/Kindergarten students thrive on 

stability, routine and structure and the class will be set for the Preschool preview day March 18, 2010.  5
th

 & 6
th

 grade class is very resilient, 

no behavior issues, Mrs. Frick will still be visible and can help Ms. Lavin with the transition.  The Board will consider calling a 5
th

 & 6
th

 grade 

teacher next year, possibly someone strong in technology and language arts.  Kevin Weise shared that education is very important but we 

need to be aware of our financial position.  Preschool/Kindergarten program is not self-funding and more support is needed from the 

congregation.  If anyone has concerns, please see a member of the Board of Ed. 
 

Board of Trustees: Major maintenance issue is the deteriorating steps by the school entrance.  Motion was made and carried to remove 

and re-pour the steps with an aluminum hand rail going down the middle.  The re-rods will be coated to prevent future deterioration and a 

better bag of concrete mix will be used.  Estimated cost is $4,286, which includes materials only.  Was suggested to have volunteers tear out 

the concrete but this was decided to be too difficult and dangerous.  Second option was to install a heating system for around $6,100.  

Decided not to go this route.  Asked if electric heat could be used, this would be too expensive.
