e Check the brake system each year. If the
brakes make a grinding noise or if your
stopping distance has increased, get
your brakes serviced.

Check the car’s tire pressure regularly.
To reduce tire wear and improve fuel
economy, have your car’s alignment
checked annually.

Test interior and exterior lights and
replace any bulbs that no longer
work. Windshield wiper blades
should be replaced every six months
or when cracked, cut, torn, streaking
or chattering.

Check that the battery connection is tight
and corrosion-free. If the battery is more
than three years old, it should be tested
and replaced, if necessary.
